Tata-Chandrasekhar war bares dark nexus: (Daily News & Analysis):: The ongoing letter war between Ratan Tata and Rajeev Chandrasekhar  (DOT Secy) has opened one more front in the 2G scam investigations. Both businessmen were part of an earlier battle over mobile phone technology a decade ago and now each is accusing the other of benefiting from government policy. The spectrum scam has become too big a beast to be controlled by silence. Preliminary investigations have revealed not just a close nexus between politicians, bureaucrats and business tycoons but also between the media, lobbyists and other fixers and operators. Not only are the stakes too big, but the manner in which India operates has now been laid bare for everyone to see. Much of this was suspected or even known but the sheer brazenness of it all is shocking even to the cynical.
85 2G licenses ineligible: (Deccan Chronicle):: The Comptroller and Auditor General (CAG) in its report has said that out of 122 licensees which were issued by the former telecom minister, A. Raja, in 2008, 85 were ineligible. The two eligibility criteria which are under scanner is that during the time of application, these new firms did not have the memorandum of association to do business in telecom and the required paid up equity capital. These firms as per the CAG report are Uninor, Allianz Infratech (merged with Etisalat DB), Loop Telecom, Videocon Telecommunications and STel. Under the terms of license, these firms will be given 60 days to respond. Once they respond the telecom department will examine the responses and will take a decision which could include cancelling their liDoT to issue notice to errant tele firms 
Times of India: The Department of Telecom (DoT) will issue its first set of show cause notices to companies that were ineligible to receive 2G licenses/spectrum in 2008, as well as to those that failed to meet their basic rollout obligations. According to DoT secretary R Chandrashekhar, legal opinion from the law ministry is in place, which is the precursor to the issuance of show cause notices to these firms. "DoT's actions will impact roughly 200 licences. We will issue the first few notices on Monday, but the process could run into several days," Chandrashekhar said. The Comptroller and Auditor General ( CAG) had identified 85 of 122 licenses issued in 2008 as ineligible because these companies had misrepresented facts. The DoT in fact now faces investigations from several quarters to uncover the violations in procedures that led to the loss of Rs 1.76 lakh crores to the public purse. Awaiting probe terms on airwave allocation: Hon. Justice Patil
Sify: Nearly six years after retiring from the Supreme Court, Shivraj V. Patil heads to New Delhi to adjudicate on the appropriateness of the current norms to allocate airwaves to telecom players. Patil, 70, will assume charge as the one-man committee announced by Communications and IT Minister Kapil Sibal in New Delhi. Patil said his task consists of two parts - whether appropriate norms were followed in allotment or norms have been flouted and measures to prevent their recurrence. On whether four weeks would be sufficient for the job as it involves studying documents of nearly ten years - 2001 to 2009, he said the time-frame was only an expectation and not fixed as yet. Patil said no investigation was involved nor was need for him to record any evidence as 'this is not a commission of enquiry. We have to study whether any lapse has taken place or any procedure bypassed'. Sibal, while announcing the setting up of the Patil panel, said that the task includes identifying instances of lack of transparency and whether there was a violation of the policy enunciated by the Department of Telecommunication (DoT) itself.cences.
