And the clarification is self explanatory. But his pension has not been finalized till date. Such type of cases is there for few more number of recently retired senior executives. It is no doubt an intentional harassment to those retired persons and it is debarring from the natural justice to settle their pension early that is no doubt an obligatory duty of all of us. Strangely such type of harassment is not being seen in ETR, ETP and other nearby circles. I on behalf of all my members strongly demand to settle all pending cases in your office with the available rulings, clarifications- that I understand enough to settle.
