    It is a matter of high concern that almost every week BSNL CO is going on ordering some numbers of DEs/ Sr. SDEs from Odisha circle to the NE circles, even ordering for compliances within 7days. As per statistics, Odisha circle has only 114 numbers of sanctioned DE posts that too calculated for the workloads 2 years back. But there are only 76 numbers as on date and every month 3 to 4 are retiring. Amongst those about 35 are filled up by officiating from senior SDEs.

                      So far BSNL has ordered 15 numbers from above to be posted to NE circles. That too a number of them are either continuing to serve in hard tenure places of the state or have already served in those places. We have been demanding to extend immunity to those who are serving or have served such hard places during last 10years. Our General Secretary has also written letter to the BSNL in the same light.
