    Let me read out the reports on my Orissa circle from January-2011 to September-2011.


   The average paid membership of my circle is 410 as on Sept-2011. The total No. of executives in our circle is 1028, out of which our strength is 480. Due to heavy retirement the membership has dropped drastically but inclusion of new JAOs & JTOs has increased to a prestigious level. 
                 Presently Orissa has 12 branches; in its 12 SSAs, the payment of CHQ quota is up to Aug-2011. Our circle has paid total Rs 40,000/- towards the CHQ legal fund as promised earlier for effective handling of court cases. Financially our circle is sound & meets all expenses comfortably. Our circle has paid the full diary-2011 amount of  `248013/- by last April.

As regard to functioning of branches, it is to intimate that all the branches are functioning very well, organization is in full form, elections are held in due time and all are up-to-date. Our circle organized the last circle conference in 24.04.2011 & the 1st CEC will be held soon after this CWC.
          I along with circle office bearer meet almost all the general body meetings of all branches. If it is felt that a branch is facing any problem we properly guide them & motivate them to call meeting & we attend it at the cost of circle.

We hold our circle office bearers meeting very frequently to discuss the problems and issues related to circle, CHQ and very complicated issues of members. We have sent the feed backs on Executives’ Transfer Policy and Executives’ Promotion Policy as and when sought by CHQ.  Since Bhubaneswar, Cuttack, Sambalpur are large branches, circle office bearers attend their general body meeting as and when arranged by the branch secretaries.
                   All the agitation calls given by CHQ or JAC or JF were made 100% successful in our circle by planned arrangements. The JAC and JF is very strong in our circle.
During last 9 months we have met all CGMS and other as & when required. Not a single case is pending unattended at circle levels till date up to the satisfaction of our members.

We also take care of department in curtailing the expenditure bringing out loop holes to the knowledge of authorities; we very often meet them pointing such issues in pen and paper. On our demand, space audit has been done in our circle and a lot of steps have been taken up that the expenditure on rent is reduced.  The energy audit is also going on in our circle by our demand. Audit of unutilized store is also in the offing and my office bearers are very vigilant in bringing out any such issues so that department is unable to go for fresh purchase without seeing the utilisation factor.
Our circle is never a loss making one, always a profit making circle. Our CGMT has been awarded by BSNL for the same & CGMT has appreciated our role and endeavor in writing. 

Our circle has adopted resolutions for this CWC and let me read out all.

On behalf of all the office bearers and members of our circle I thank the Gen. Secy.  & his team to dress up our grievances and extraordinary steps taken for our causes. I sincerely thank com. Amit Gupta, the Org secy.(E) who has very sincerely took up an emergency meeting with the CGMM ETR at Kolkata on behalf of our Association for an important T & P issue and settled in a positive gesture that is beneficial to the members and the BSNL.
   I also thank the Adv legal Com. S. K. Dalai, who hails from our circle and has worked tirelessly for a number of heart burning court cases. I have been seeing him working so sincerely for the legal matter that we feel in a prestigious level.
