         The post of DE OFC(m), Berhampur(GM) is going to be vacant by end of this month because of superannuation of the present incumbent. In this connection Sri U. N. Sahu, presently serving as DE OFC(m) at Keonjhar has applied for posting at Berhampur for the following considerations.

1. That Sri U. N. Sahu has a long experience in OFC route and equipment maintenance and thus he is no doubt an efficient selection for a DE OFC.
2.  That Sri U N Sahu has less than 2years of service. And Berhampur is his native place and as per departmental rule his request for posting at his choice place be considered sympathetically.

3. That, presently he is serving at Keonjhar that is more than 600 KM away from Berhampur where his sicky wife stays alone. Keonjhar is a difficult /hard station where quality medical facility is not available. As a result he is unable to accompany his wife to that place. Her wife is compelled to stay at Berhampur and there are no other persons to help her there. Means they are leading a desolate and risk-full life. Placement of Sri U N Sahu at Berhampur will be a humanitarian order that a sincere officer will retire peacefully.

4. That the next senior most SDE to officiate will not hesitate to be posted at Keonjhar as he is a native of neighboring district to Keonjhar.
5. Since the Berhampur post is becoming vacant it will be wise to place Sri Sahu there as Berhampur is a big division and strategically very important one as the ETR corridor for STR is at Berhampur. Keeping the post looking after is also not good in the interest of service as well as a senior SDE will get chance to officiate as DE.
               In consideration of all above points, I sincerely request your good office to transfer Sri U. N. Sahu from Keonjhar to Berhampur that the officer has opted not to claim TA/Transit and order the next senior SDE to officiate at Keonjhar or any other officer request for Keonjhar.

         Your good office has recently issued circular for filling up of 3 vacant posts of DE OFC(m) in ETR only from SDE/ Sr.SDEs. One of those posts is Berhampur (GM) in Odisha. Generally the options for a DE post are called for from SDEs for a hard place or a place for which volunteers from same cadre are not available. But Berhampur in Odisha is not a hard place. More over a senior DE named Sri U. N. Sahu who is presently serving as DE OFC(m) at Keonjhar has already applied your good office to be posted at Berhampur that too forgoing TA/Transit. This has already been brought to your kind notice by me much before besides his application.

He has less than two years of service to retire and he has already served nearly 2years in Keonjhar- a hard place. I am very sure if a competent authority with neutrality analyses on the selection for right man for Berhampur, name of Sri U N Sahu will not fail to top the list.

      In this connection I object to the calling option for the post of DE OFC(m) at Berhampur from juniors at this juncture as volunteer from seniors is available. I again request your good office to be judicious in ordering in favour of Sri U N Sahu so that Berhampur will get a good hand as well as the difficulties being faced by him being posted at Keonjhar will be solved and he will no doubt offer his more sincerity effort to serve more efficiently for ETR and BSNL.
