Sir,

    With strong resentment, I on behalf of all the members of our organization express strong resentment against the GM(F) against his harassing attitude towards the accounts and other executives. I am submitting few of the cases with you for your kind attention please:-
 (i) He has been issuing piece-meal transfer orders for last years Viz: dtd.17.8.09,9.10.2009,11.11.09;5.4.10,7.4.10,3.5.10,5.5.10,17.5.10,20.5.10,2.6.10,4.6.10.

The orders do not comply the BSNL transfer policy at all. Such frequent orders also involve heavy expenditures.

 (ii) Recently few AOs and CAOs are being posted by CO from other circles. In this regard we requested your good office to follow other circles that they should be posted in vacant places preferably in remote areas since they are coming for tenure posting to non tenure places. But it is found that they are being posted in places disturbing others involving heavy expenditures. Shri A.K.Sinha from Jharkhand is posted in Bhubaneswar by transferring Sri A. Bhanja to Cuttack and incurring double expenditure.
(iii) One executive named Umakanta Sahu who has serves for more than 7years in Koraput has been transferred to Phulabani without honoring his option.
     Such type of administration irks the real intention behind the orders. We feel it is not only demoralizing the members, but also incurs heavy financial loss to the BSNL.

      We request your good office:

1. To analyze the orders of transfer file of the GM(F), discuss with the CAO-CA and real justice be given to a very sensitive wing of the BSNL. It is demanded to halt all the transfer/posting orders till that.
2.  Your kind attention is drawn to the fact that now the audit is going on and as per instructions of the BSNL, the AOs should not be relieved till it is over. But few have been relieved intentionally under pressure.

3. BSNL guide line be followed for issuing any transfer order.

4. Sri U.K.Sahu, AO- Koraput be asked option and posting be given if at all his transfer is inevitable,

5. Two senior members i.e. Sri N. Das, AO Balasore and Sri S. B. Pati AO- Sambalpur are having acute family problems. It is requested to cancel their transfer on humanitarian ground. Both of them have already served hard places and were transferred even without TA transit.

6. It is felt that the CAO-CA is bypassed while taking decisions on transfer orders. It is seriously felt that the genuineness of case is not evaluated before issuing any order.
7.  There are 13 No. of CAO vacancies in which officiating order is not processed for a long time. It bars the promotional avenue of the executives. It is requested to start the process early.
8. Representations for inter circle transfer are not being forwarded to the BSNL-CO for a long time. It violates the BSNL HRD policy that no representation be suppressed at an intermediate level.
9. A number of cases of pay anomaly are pending with the GM(F) without any resolve.

                   In sequential to all above facts your serious attention is requested in order to avoid any frustration among the executives.
