   Sub: Posting of high percentage of executives from Odisha to hard tenure places of other states.

  Dear com. Rai,

    It is a matter of high concern that almost every week some numbers of DEs/ Sr. SDEs from Odisha circle are being posted by BSNL CO to the NE circles, even orders for compliances within 7days. As per statistics, Odisha circle has only 114 numbers of sanctioned DE posts that too calculated for the workloads 2 years back. But there are only 76 numbers as on date and every month 3 to 4 are retiring. Amongst those about 35 are filled up by officiating from senior SDEs.
                     But BSNL has ordered 15 numbers from above to be posted to NE circles. That too a number of them are either continuing to serve in hard tenure places of the state or have already served in those places. We have been demanding to extend immunity to those who are serving or have served such hard places during last 10years. CGMT Odisha has also written letter in the same light. The following is the list of executives who have been ordered for transfer.

   Besides above other old orders are pending in which few have been relieved from Odisha circle and joined in NE circle and few are on the verge of relive. Our circle organization feels that the BSNL CO is intentionally taking more hands from our circle. Our circle is a small one but has been making profit because of good working spirit among the staff especially the executives. By frequent transfer,  the executives certainly get harassed and it may affect the enthusiasm among them affecting the performance of the circle. The profit of the circle may be affected. I suspect some ill motive in the BSNL policy makers to transfer such a huge number from my circle and weaken the circle so that our circle will be a loss making one.
     It has been seeing from last few years that CO always makes a high percentage of transfer from our circle. We have been demanding for equal percentage from all circles or the all India longer staying list be prepared for such transfer. But it has not been taken care of by CHQ nor listened by the CO. I sincerely request you take up the issue with the BSNL authority to be judicious in ordering less numbers at par with other circles or longer stay list be prepared in all India basis.
